1. Call to Order - 11:00 A.M by President, Ron Stevenson
2. Determination of Quorum -   Ron Stevenson reported that since we will not be holding an election at this meeting, a quorum had been established to conduct the meeting, as State law does not require a quorum unless there is an election.  The meeting attendees constitute the quorum.

3. Proof of Notice - On April 2, 2022, an email was sent out to all WSC members in compliance with election specifications, and notice was posted at the Kings Point mailboxes.

5. Adoption of Standing Rules

Ron indicated that the standing rules will be adhered to at this meeting.  

6. Approval of Previous Annual Meeting Minutes - The minutes from the previous year's annual meeting were sent to the membership as a pre-read.  Darryl Stegemoller made a motion to approve the minutes of the April 24, 2021 annual meeting.  Sonny Salinas seconded the motion.  The motion was passed unanimously.  
7. Reports of Directors and Officers

A. Treasurer’s Report (Financial Report) - Delia Del Fierro provided the following KPWSC financial reports:

· Continued performing needed repairs on our water system
· Larger expenses included:  Replacing a major portion of our main water line; Installation of a generator; Installation of a propane tank to run generator when needed

· Other expenses continue to increase in line with the current economy
· In light of cash balances, no rate increases are expected in the foreseeable future

Billy Daniels made a motion that the Treasurer's Report be accepted and approved and Darryl Stegemoller seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.
B. President's Report (Budget)
Ron provided an overview of the budget, indicating that we continue to grow our reserves for potential pipe/infrastructure repairs.  If this money is not needed, it will continue to go in reserves for future use.  The money cannot be used for anything else without Board approval.  

8. Operator Reports
Ron provided on operations update as follows:
· Generator installation is complete and cost a total of $30,000

· Propane tank is installed and cost $4,300

· We had several major leaks as a result of our aging main line.  We have now replaced most of the line between the tank and the well house, and this has cut down on the leaks.  The remainder of the main line will be replaced in 2022.

· Plans are to bring all of our electrical up to code
· Replacement of our antiquated valves are still on our list of projects
9. Discussion - Opened to Floor
Sonny inquired whether we can decrease pressure on the new well.  Darryl explained we cannot, as we must maintain a minimum pressure for the tower.  Pipe has been replaced with the highest grade available, allowing pressure to improve.
Billy inquired as to whether we have resolved the water loss issue.  This has not been accurately measured due to the high number of leaks.  However, on months where we have not experienced a leak, we are well below the average threshold for water loss.

Billy asked whether the fire department comes out to do checks.  This has not occurred in several years.
Rich updated everyone on the new Texas state regulations requiring WSCs to have a contingency plan in place in the event of power outages.  Rich, Delia and Ron worked to develop the KPWSC plan and have submitted it to the State for approval.  The top contingency recommendation was to add a generator to the system.  This has been taken care of, so we expect our plan to be approved.

Bob McKay asked whether our water rates will be changing.  There are no current plans to change our rates.

Darryl suggested we install some outdoor plugs so that members can charge phones, etc. off of the generator during a power outage.

Ron will be doing a final run through with the Generac representative on operation of the generator.  Grace Daniels indicated she is very grateful the generator was purchased and installed.

Ron indicated our tank water level has remained constant.

There was no further discussion

Election Results - Resolution
Ron indicated two of the current Director's terms have expired.  The Board received only two applications for the vacant seats.  One was from the incumbent, Ron Stevenson, and the other was from Brent Goswick.  The Board voted at the last Board of Directors meeting when they vetted the application to approve the two applicants as the new Directors by Resolution.
Since we did not have an election, Ron read the following Resolution into the record accepting the two candidates as the new Directors.
